This paper examined a new approach in teaching, which is the application of Mental
Space Theory (Fauconnier, 1994, 1997; Fauconnier & Turner, 2002) to analyze the
phenomenon of metaphors in Taiwanese literature. Such analysis, we argued, not only
works as a teaching material but also considers a potential new way of teaching.
According to the Mental Space Theory, having the learners analyze the text through
mental space, helps the instructors to understand learners’ comprehensions and
cognitive understanding of the text. It also helps the learners to get into the world of
Taiwanese literature, to enjoy the reading, to strengthen the knowledge of the language,
and to understand the cultural differences and communication skills. We also illustrate
how image schemas are used for the interpretation of discourse in “A Wandering
Woman from Another City”, and show that various image schemas, such as
CONTAINER, CYCLE, ATTRACTING, and CENTER-PERIPHERY are used in the
mental process. This teaching approach of using mental spaces provides a new plot for
teaching Chinese as a second or foreign language. In order to understand Taiwanese
culture from intercultural understanding, Chinese as a second language could also have

intercultural competence in the process of text reading and comprehension.

Background: Studying in a foreign country cannot be imagined without its
challenges. International students experience a variety of adjustment issues that can
influence their study and overall performance. Despite the ongoing proliferation of
tertiary education, few studies have been done to understand international students’
socio-cultural adjustment experiences in “non-western” institutions (in this study
“Taiwan”) of higher education. Executing its New Southbound Policy (hereinafter
referred to as NSP), Taiwan plans to welcome more South and Southeast Asian
international students in its universities. Therefore, it is the need of the hour to examine
international students’ socio-cultural adjustment issues and potential coping strategies
for students to have better integration into Taiwan’s higher education system.

Purpose: The goal of this study is to look at the factors, which affect NSP
international students’ socio-cultural adjustment and how students deal with these
challenges. In addition, we also tried to answer how universities can help international
students to better adjust to the host country.

Research Design: This study is a cross-sectional qualitative study. Second, by using the
interview method information regarding coping strategies was collected.

Participants: Participants were international students from the countries listed
in the NSP of Taiwan. Seven students participated in the interview.

Result and Discussion: Results indicated that international students faced 4 socio-

cultural issues. These problems included food, finding local friends, language, and
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loneliness. The results of this section are categorized into four themes: Language, food,
social interaction, and other factors. The fourth category (other factors) is further
separated into five sub-sections which are (1) accommodation; (2) weather; (3)
homesickness; (4) clothing and (5) racism.

Conclusion: The results of this research provide guidance to help future
international students as well as university services that host the international students
in Taiwan. For example, schools should help to provide more social interaction events

between the local and international students.

Emotional Labor of Filipino Teachers and Tutors in Online English

Shadow Education Platforms

The interest in learning and using English in contemporary Asian societies continues to
grow. Shadow education, which has now become a global transnational industry, have
responded to the developments along this trend by offering online English language
learning platforms. This industry operates in the Philippines based on the framework of
a gig economy. This country occupies a key industry niche as a source of relatively
cheap language teaching workers. Teaching in various forms culturally include the
performance of some forms of emotional labor. The same is explicitly or implicitly
expected in online teaching platforms as spaces that provide transnational interactions
and intercultural learning. This paper explores the performance of emotional labor and
the consequences of these performance among five Filipino online language teachers
and tutors who are all serving an East Asian clientele. The interview data was sourced
from a photovoice project. Thematic analysis of the interview transcripts reveal that the
tutors’ emotional labor constituted implicit availability, visuality and interactivity,
routine flexibility, and consistent positivity. Emotional labor embedded within the
performance of their regular teaching or tutoring duties contribute to their physical,
mental, and emotional exhaustion. They recognize its toll on the various aspects of their
own health and personal lives. They need to expend their own limited resources to
acquire self-soothing devices and engage or avail of procedures for recuperation. Still,
they all acknowledge that their performance of emotional labor is essential in
facilitating smoother intercultural learning for their students who require online lessons

where they could learn a kind of English that is contextualized and customized to their
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own needs and circumstances. This presents a disproportionate equation, though, since
the burden of work, cultural, and interactional adjustments needed for building
successful intercultural learning spaces fall almost entirely on the teacher or tutor. This
shows that while online English shadow education platforms are viable spaces for both
English language and intercultural learning on the consumer side, a sizeable feature of
this capacity is built on the performance of emotional labor. Emotional labor as a
subsumed and assumed aspect of online shadow education work arrangements and
instructional routine normalizes the asymmetric dynamics that usually privileges and
prioritizes the convenience of learners as paying consumers. Aside from exploring
frameworks and strategies on intercultural competencies along the lines of English
learning and teaching, there is also a need to examine the nuances of online education
platforms and evolve to support equitable and meaningful intercultural experiences for

both learners and teachers.

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The literacy of Ethnic Chinese students at Grade 1 in Vietnamese

primary schools: Current challenges and possible solutions

The Ethnic Chinese students have learned Vietnamese as a second language, which is
popularly viewed as difficulties of these students in learning literacy in Vietnamese
schools. This study was to investigate the level of meeting the learning objectives in
reading and writing Vietnamese language of two types of Ethnic Chinese students at
Grade 1 (students communicate in Chinese at home and students communicate in
Vietnamese at home). The sample included 150 students from 3 primary schools in
District 5, Ho Chi Minh city, Vietnam. The instrument consisted of five dimensions:
reading fluency, reading comprehension, handwriting, dictation, and creative writing.
The results indicate that both types of students have experience difficulties to reading
and writing in Vietnamese classes. However, while there is the similar level of
handwriting skill — higher than standards and creative writing skill — lower than
standards between two types of students, the students who communicate in Vietnamese
at home show higher level of reading fluency, reading comprehension and dictation
than group of students communicate in Chinese at home. Detailed discussions regarding
the reasons of this situation and possible solutions of teaching Vietnamese language for

the Ethnic Chinese students are provided.

Abstract

Background: Intercultural competence, which promotes active interactions among
different ethnic groups along with respect and understanding, is the key to reduce
cultural conflicts among different ethnic groups or different nations. It stresses the
interdependence between people and is the basic element of international (global)
education. Taiwan has been very active in promoting international education in primary
education for the past few decades. However, in order to successfully promote
intercultural competence and international education at the primary school level,
understand the intercultural competence level of students in the teacher education
program is essential and urgent. After all, as Parker mentioned (1997, p. 1), “we teach
who we are”. If a teacher lacks intercultural competence, how can we believe that he
or she can promote and cherish intercultural communication with respect and
understanding?

Purpose: The purpose of this study is to examine the level of intercultural
competence among the students who are aiming and training to become a future
teacher.
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Participants: Participants were students of a teacher education program from an

educational university located in the north part of Taiwan. A total of one hundred fifty
students participated in this study (study 1 = 50 participants and study 2 = 100
students).

Research Design: This study is a cross-sectional g quantitative £ study. In study

1, the Intercultural Sensitivity Scale (Chen, & Starosta, 2000) was modified and
administrated to the students of the teacher education program. In study 2, a Southeast
Asian Country Knowledge Test was administrated to a different group of students.
Result and Discussion: Results of Study 1 indicated that students had an average of 57.1
(SD = 6.7) on the Intercultural Sensitivity Scale. Students scored an average of 55.3
(SD = 14.0) on the Southeast Asian Country Knowledge Test in Study 2. Results of this
study are compared and contrasted with previous studies.

Conclusion: The results of this study provide initial data on the level of intercultural
competence of students from the teacher education program. It also revealed students’
knowledge level in the Southeast Asian countries. In conclusion, this study provides
guidance as to what aspect of intercultural competence can be further enhanced and

trained among the students of the teacher education program.

This study has explored the potential difficulties of bilingual education in remote
schools regarding on rural schoolteacher’s and student’s readiness of bilingual
competency, the support of bilingual education environment, and the support to
bilingual education policy. Since bilingual educational policy are implementing broadly
in all levels of schools from kindergarten, elementary, junior high school, senior high
school, to university, there should be many difficulties for implementing bilingual
education in schools, especially for remote schools. However, there are lack of research
to report these difficulties for bilingual policymakers to improve their bilingual policy
and implementing strategies. Thus, exploring the difficulty of remote schools’
difficulties of bilingual education will be an important study for enriching the research
in this field and providing experiences for improving bilingual educational practices.
Fifty-five teachers have filled out an open questionnaire on the difficulty of bilingual
education in remote school. The open questionnaire data were collected through online
questionnaire and analyzed by researcher’s repeatedly reading and categorizing into a
systematic argument. The research findings are as follows: The research findings
include the in-service teachers thought that rural schoolteacher and student are
somewhat not ready for bilingual education, the environment is somewhat not
supporting the bilingual education, and rural schoolteacher is somewhat not supporting

bilingual education. Finally, the research provides four suggestions for rural bilingual
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ucation: Increase bilingual learning opportunities to meet the bilingual learning needs
of all teachers; Breakthrough innovation is needed to improve the bilingual learning
environment in rural areas; Rural bilingual teachers and the environment are not yet in
place, policy implementation needs to move forward steadily; and The dilemma
between the characteristics of the rural ethnic groups and the bilingual education needs

further consideration.

Cross-border adjustment and learning: an example from Tao

students when learning biological classification

Science learning has been metaphorized as border-crossing accommodation
between the daily life world and the world of school science (Aikenhead & Jegede,
1999). It is true particularly for those indigenous students who live in a culture with
specific ways of classification. Tao culture differentiates fish into man-fish and woman-
fish in their diet which is different from the biological classification of bony fish and
cartilaginous fish. This cultural conflict has been suggested to bring difficulty or even
hazardous transition for indigenous students in science learning. Multi-modal
representations, including drawing concept maps and hands-on classification tasks,
integrated with cultural talks are believed to help students transfer their daily concepts
into science understanding.

The purpose of this study intended to design representation-rich curriculum to
facilitate the Tao students to have successful border-crossing accommodation in
learning the chapter of biological classification. The curriculum was implemented by
the case teacher who had moved to Orchid Island, where lived Tao tribe, more than 23
years were familiar with local culture. Along with the science curriculum, students had
indigenous culture lessons provided by seniors from tribe.

The students were assessed by a triad categorization task, where 5 sets of three
living things printed in photo cards were presented, and then individual was asked to
select two out of the three that were most closely related. This task was used as pre-test
and post-test to examine the learning achievement. Meanwhile participation
observation was employed in classroom to collect student performance data and their

learning artefacts. The participants were 28 Tao students from two 7th grade classes.
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alid samples were 27. Among the participants, 3 were diagnosed as learning disability
and 2 were slow learners. Due to the outbreak of COVID-19, data collection was
interrupted. Pre-test, 80% classroom observation and field notes were collected in
person. While the instruction turned into online version and the research site was
prohibited for further approach, post-test and interview were carried on through Google
Meet. The verbal data analysis reveals some misconceptions about classification which
is not discovered by prior studies. Among the five sets of tasks, only the categorization
of reptiles was significant. However, some students identified turtle as amphibian rather
than reptile after learning the lesson. The classroom observation and participant
attitudes indicate there were no such learning difficulties supposed by cultural conflicts.
Neither had hazardous transition for Tao students to enter the science world of
biological classification. The suggestions and implications for science teaching were

discussed and provided.

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The Rising Tide of Social Media Use in Local Educational Authorities

in Taiwan: a better dialogue or control?

With the rise of social media, the practice of social media in the public sector has
gradually become an important global research field (Bonson et al., 2017; Criado &
Villodre, 2020; Medaglia & Zheng, 2017; Mickoleit, 2014). However, there is a lack of
relevant research on the practice of social media in Taiwan's educational authorities.

To make up for the shortcomings of current research, and open up emerging
research field of education administration, this study aims to explore the phenomenon
of social media in local education administrative authorities, and its influence on
education administration and policy promotion. The research design this study mainly
adopts is mixed research design. This preliminary study takes stock of empirical data
to establish a first set of baselines on government social media use of educational
authorities in Taiwan. The main sources for comparison are the online survey of social
media use in 22 local educational bureaus and publicly available data from the main
social networking platforms. In addition, this study also selected two of the local
education authorities with the highest social media popularity as study cases. Two
senior officials with direct involvement in social media practice from each case study
authorities were interviewed to explore their perceptions of social media strategies and
effects. This set of qualitative interview data formed was analysed as complementary
to inform the study.

Findings revealed that there is a rising tide of social media use in educational
authorities in Taiwan according to the indices of presence and popularity of Facebook
fan pages of local education bureaus. The case study demonstrated that the social media
was viewed as a more effective channel to delivery policy and information and to clarify

misleading information than traditional distribution channels. Data showed that such
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ocial media governance approach was enacted not only within the local education
authorities, but also upon school principals and through their schools. This study argues
that The studied educational authority and its school system has been “networked”
together to form an efficient mechanism of control, rather than a network of dialogue.
It concluded by questioning the role and potentiality of social media in promoting

authentic public participation and policy dialogue.
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
